	Item 7

To consider casual trading byelaws


	The Gardai are opposed to night-time casual trading / mobile fast food outlets for public order reasons – they 

Increase the opportunity for public disorder and require additional policing. The Gardai are responsible for maintaining public order on the streets and if Garda resources were to be appointed to these locations, they would have to be taken from elsewhere to the detriment of other areas. Supt. Mangan noted that licensees of public premises have responsibilities for people going to and leaving their premises and there was potential for risk on licensee due to the location of the mobile fast food outlets.

Cllr. Moore was disappointed with the Garda viewpoint, and Cllr. Scully enquired about the possibility of introducing casual trading on a trial basis. Mr. Drewitt concurred with the views of the Gardai. 

It was noted exceptions could be made for the likes of the Christmas market although this tended to be held during daytime hours. Recommendation on whether to go ahead with byelaws was deferred.
