The membership of the committee includes local authority members, Oireachtas members, community representatives, Garda Officers and officials nominated by the County Manager. The members of Leixlip Town Council are

The Oireachtas Members are Deputy Bernard Durkan, Minister Áine Brady and Deputy Emmet Stagg. The community representative is Pat Cooney. Superintendent Gerry Giblin and a Garda Sergeant represent the Garda Siochana.  Peter Minnock, Town Manager and Siobhan Barry, Town Clerk are the officers nominated by the County Manager.  A steering group consisting of the Cathaoirleach, Garda and the Town Manager was setup to oversee the nomination process to the committee and will also oversee the future operation of the committee. Apart from the Town Councillors, who are automatically members of the committee and three Oireachtas members there is a provision for three community representatives. An advertisement seeking expressions of interest in the community representative positions was placed in the local newspaper.  One application was received; the steering group accepted the application and Pat Cooney was appointed to the committee. 

Superintendent Gerry Giblin was appointed by the Garda Commissioner. Peter Minnock and Siobhan Barry were appointed by the County Manager. 

Status of the JPC:
The inaugural meeting was held in December 2009 and included presentations from the Garda on the management and operation of the committees and the Policing plan for 2009. Cllr. Joe Neville was appointed as Chair and Cllr. Pat Burke-Walsh as Vice Chair. The draft standing orders were circulated to all members for adoption at the next JPC meeting. A calendar of meetings was also developed at this time. There are 4 meetings scheduled for 2010 and meetings will be scheduled on a Monday to facilitate the attendance of Oireachtas Members. 
Work to date:

A sub-group was established to prepare the work plan for 2009/2010, the members are Cllr. Joe Neville, Cllr. Pat Burke-Walsh, Pat Cooney, Superintendent Gerry Giblin and Peter Minnock. The aim is to have a draft plan prepared for the first JPC meeting of 2010.
Workplan 2009/2010:

The workplan is to be presented to committee members for consideration at the first meeting in 2010. 

Website:

A website covering the Joint Policing Committees for the county has been established.  The website www.kildarejointpolicing.ie provides for viewing of the action plans, list of members, minutes of meetings and agendae. There is also a facility for the public to submit questions via the website.
