Athy JPC Annual Report 2009
The Athy Joint Policing Committee was established in 2006, under the Garda Siochana Act 2005, as part of a pilot scheme. The success of the scheme in the initial areas has led to the establishment of further committees on a countrywide basis. 
The Athy JPC currently has 18 members representing Athy Town Council, Gardai, Oireachtas members and the Community. 

In 2009, the JPC held four meetings (23rd February, 10th July, 29th September and 8th December). Two of these meetings had a particular focus on traffic management in the town and submissions were received from the elected members of both the Town Council and Area Committee (Kildare Co. Council) and the Athy Traffic Committee, in advance of the Draft Traffic Management Plan for the town being finalised. The JPC also considered the existing Control of Alcohol Byelaws and recommended that the Council review these (statutory review commenced November 2009). 
Following consideration of the Joint Policing Committee Guidelines (published in September, 2008), the Athy JPC made a number of changes to the operation of the local committee. 
These included the establishment of a steering committee, preparation of a work plan, adoption of standing orders, selection of one additional community representative and implementation of measures to increase public engagement and promotion of the work of the JPC locally. The JPC also undertook to work closely with the four new committees (established in 2009) within Co. Kildare and a number of joint meetings will take place in 2010.
